Publishing houses and book distributors of different confessions and denominations will be presented in the big and welcoming hall of the Exhibition Center of "Sportivny". Kyiv residents and guests will be able to see leading Ukrainian and foreign Christian publishing houses' new books as well as purchase books at special prices on divinity, Christian history, counseling, novels, family literature, and many others.
This year's program at the Festival will be very eventful.
Special guest of the Festival: William P. Young, the author of the world best seller  The Shack translated into 41 languages, total number of printed copies exceeds 15 million.  This author's visit is dedicated to the The Shack book's first edition in the Ukrainian language.  The program of the Festival includes presentation of the book, meeting with the author and discussion with readers. 

C.D.  Baker, a novelist from the USA, who has presented four historical novels at the last year's Festival (The Seduction of Eve Volk and the trilogy about the Children's Crusade The Journey of Souls). This year he will present to the audience his book Swords of Heaven about the life of unsung heroes of the Great Charter.

Michael Cherenkov, Doctor of Philosophy, presents his new book Culture of Influential Minority about call of the Christianity which is found to be in the minority in the post-Christian world.

Gennady Mohnenko, pastor and the founder of the largest Rehabilitation centre for children Republic Pilgrim, presents the documentary novel Unpedagogic Poem about his centre's long-term experience of struggle against children's and teenage drug addiction, alcoholism and homelessness.

During the Festival there will be authors' meetings with readers, autograph-sessions, and master classes for new writers.

Specially for publishers, as part of the Christian Publishing School project, seminars will be conducted on copyright, marketing, use of Internet resources by publishing houses (social networks, blogs, video data, etc.), digital books market, as well as other topics.
Final stage of The First Competition of Christian Literature Critique will be summarized and the winners will be awarded at the Festival.
The best books of the year 2010 - leaders of sales - will be awarded with I, II or III degree diplomas «Christian's Book Shelf».
